"Bullets were crackling, we fled, on the way two of my 

children got lost, I never 
saw them again and I don't 
even know where they are. 
I lost Dorika and Enoch. 
When I remember my 
children, I have a feeling of 
palpitation and I pray that 
God will protect them 
where they are. I don't 
know if they are still alive," 
she said.
"My child had spent the 
night at the neighbours' 
house when suddenly 
early in the morning at 
3am, there was the 
crackling of bullets. We 
fled with those who were 
with me, and I haven't 
heard from him since. All I 
ask is to see my child 
a g a i n . " s a i d  J u s t i n e  
Nzabahariye," another 

displaced mother.
The International Committee for the Red Cross (ICRC) has 
confirmed that several children have been separated from 
their families. Raphael Tenaud, head of the ICRC/Goma 
sub-delegation, talks about the alarming figures.
"More than 800 children are so far unaccompanied. They 
have lost track of their parents, of their families. These are 
children who have found themselves displaced with people 
they don't know and who are now being traced back to their 
parents."
According to UNICEF, since the end of March, more than 
158,000 people, half of whom are children, have been 
displaced in the Rutshuru territories following the 
intensification of armed clashes. 

he fate of several migrants in 
transit in Kigali has been Tbrought under the spotilght 

since Britain hatched a controversal 
deal with Rwanda in April to deport 
unwanted asylum seekers to the East 
Afr ican country thousands of 
kilometres away.
Residents live in small units at 
Gashora, which has seen almost 
1,100 people come through its doors 
since 2019 when Rwanda agreed to 
offer shelter to refugees from Libya.

Many of them regret coming to 
Rwanda but the are not willing to go 
back home.
Banaga says he's had a "frustrating and fruitless" time 
waiting in vain in a Rwandan transit centre for his 
Canadian asylum request to be approved.
The 33-year-old Sudanese said he is so fed up he is 
considering a trek back to war-torn Libya to try to make it 
to Europe across the Mediterranean, a perilous voyage 
that has taken the lives of many.
The scheme, which triggered outrage among rights 

groups, church leaders and at the United Nations, has been 
blocked by a European court although both Kigali and 
London insist they are committed to it going ahead.

he United States has announced that it will launch a 
new campaign to combat terrorism, according to a Treport released on Tuesday by the U.S. Department 

of Homeland Security.
"A terrorist attack left eight civilians dead in Sandiaga, a 
town in the eastern province of Koulpelogo, a security 
source said.
This was confirmed by a local resident who said that "the 
victims were attending a baptism ceremony when armed 
individuals burst into the scene at around 9am (local and 
GMT), shooting several people.
Two other deadly incidents also took place on Sunday, in 
Boulonga and Alga, two localities in the northern province 
of Bam, according to another security source.
Carts "carrying women jumped on explosive devices in 
these localities", leaving "six dead and two injured", she 
said.
The source said a military operation against armed 
groups in the Diarkadougou and Lolonioro forests in the 
northeastern province of Bougouriba had resulted in "the 
dismantling of three terrorist bases and the neutralisation 
of around 20 jihadists".
On 20 June, the Burkinabe army decided to create two 
"zones of military interest" where any "human presence" 
is forbidden, one in the Soum province bordering Mali

Monday the discovery of a "significant" gas Acondensate deposit in the Hassi R'mel field in the

"Sonatrach announces that it has highlighted a significant 

potential in hydrocarbons (...) at 
the level of the Hassi R'mel 
exploitation perimeter," the group 
said in a statement. The reserves 
of this deposit are estimated at 
"between 100 and 340 billion m3 
of  gas wi th  condensate" ,  
according to the statement.
Condensate gas is natural gas 
that contains liquid hydrocarbons 
in suspension, similar to crude oil, 
which greatly increases its value. 
"These volumes constitute one of 
the largest revaluations of 
reserves in the last 20 years," the 
oil group added.
Sona t rach  p lans  to  s ta r t  
production in November from the 
field, which is expected to produce 
10 million cubic metres per day.

Algeria, whose proven natural gas reserves amount to 
nearly 2.4 trillion m3, supplies about 11% of the gas 
consumed in Europe, compared to 47% for Russia. It is 
Africa's leading exporter of natural gas and the 7th largest 
in the world.
Several countries seeking to reduce their dependence on 
Russian supplies since the invasion of Ukraine have 
turned to Algeria. In April, Italy signed a major agreement 
with Algeria on increased gas supplies.

imbabwe's central bank said Monday it was raising its 
main policy rate to 200 percent, the highest in the Zworld for the southern African country struggling with 

soaring inflation.
The monetary authority said in a statement that it had more 
than doubled the rate to try to contain inflation, which has 
been further aggravated by the war in Ukraine, expressing 
"great concern".
Annual inflation has more than doubled in two months to 
191% in June, fuelling fears of a return to the hyperinflation 
that has wrecked the country's economy.

Zimbabwe's key interest rate rises 
to record 200% in the face of inflation

Zimbabwe has been in a deep economic crisis for more 
than 20 years, including a withdrawal of international 
donors because of unsustainable debt.
"Rising inflation has depressed demand and consumer 
confidence and if left unchecked will wipe out the 
significant economic gains made over the past two 
years," said central bank governor John Mangudya.
The rate was last raised to 80% in April from 60%.
Central banks in many other countries have raised their 
policy rates in response to rising energy and food prices 
since the Russian invasion of Ukraine.

the Royal House of Mandela 
on Tuesday in an interview 
with Timeslive.
The Enyobeni tavern at 
Scenery Park closed its 
doors following the deaths. 
However, Mandela believes 
that  Sunday's horr i f ic  
incident was not an isolated 
case.
During the interview, he 
ca l l ed  on  commun i t y  

leaders, organisations and other movements to support the 
ban. Mandela said it's time to stop those who kill children 
and profit from the lives of the innocent.
Residents in the area believe that the tavern in the 
community is problematic. According to EWN, the tavern 
owner's wife, Vuyokazi Ndevu, said it's worrying and painful 
that children died at the venue.
